ELIGIBILITY AND REQUIREMENTS

1.
Be an active member of the Texas FFA Association and/or the Texas 4-H Association and be listed on his or her clubs respective roster. 

2.
Upon graduation, have completed at least three active membership years in the Texas FFA Association and/or Texas 4-H Association.

3.
Be a current senior student in high school.

4.
Be an exhibitor in the Mitchell County 4-H & FFA Livestock Show in his or her senior year.

5.
Submit a current years Raymond Fuller Memorial Scholarship application form.

Have all application form pages complete.

Be typewritten, except for essay and signature.

3.
Contain all requested signatures.

4.
Contain a wallet size photograph of the applicant suitable for print.
